Arrow Surf's Bob Pearson shaped more than a dozen 

boards from local redwood, olos, alaeas & paipos, of 

varying length which were ridden by Santa Cruz surf 

community notables at Cowell's cove and in the 

Rivermouth paddleout. 

 
 
 

 
The boards are back. Original 130-year-ƻƭŘΣ ǊŜŘǿƻƻŘ ƻΩƭƻ surfboards. 
Two of the three original surfboards that introduced surfing to Santa 
Cruz in 1885.  Celebrate their legacy at the First Friday opening of 
Princes of Surf, an exhibition about the Hawaiian Princes who brought 
surfing to Santa Cruz. This July was the 130th anniversary of their epic

rode Santa Cruz waves. Crafted surfboards from our redwood lumber. 
When the brothers returned to Hawaii, they took their boards with 

them. 
 
SCLU members Bob and Kathy 

Pearson and Kim Stoner.  Kim 

was one of the driving spirits 

behind the event, arranging to 

bring the two 130  year-old olo 

boards from the Bishop 

Museum in Honolulu back to 

Santa Cruz where they were 

made in 1885. 

Everyone who attended the celebration of the return of the 130-year-ƻƭŘΣ ǊŜŘǿƻƻŘ ƻΩƭƻ 

surfboards said it was a moving experience. Turquoise water, rainbows, a whale, music, 

it felt like Hawaii. The surf historian that 

made it happen, Kim Stoner got to paddle 

one of the boards, as did SCLU Club 

member Niko.  Of course a huge beach 

break set came through just as she was 

paddling out with the 200 pound redwood 

plank, which she took on the head!
